Petrie 1914, Fischer 1963, Kaiser 1982, Kahl 1994, Jiménez-Serrano 2003, and Patznick 2009 all identify it as Narmer. Van den Brink 2001 classifies this as
“Nar(mer)?”. Jucha 2012 attributes this to the regional king "Nar", a king earlier than Narmer, based on the typology of the jar.

Hendrickx (personal communication, 2019) dates tomb 1100 with a fair degree of certainty to Nagada IlIC1, "because there are two plain cylindrical jars, and
the rest of the pottery also fits". This would be consistent with the inscription being Narmer.
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
